Implementation of applicable directives.

(1)
The Contractor shall submit an implementation plan to the Contracting Officer when required by the directive or other instruction of the Contracting Officer and within 60 days of contract award or acceptance of the directive after contract award. 


(2)
The Contracting Officer will approve or disapprove the plan and notify the Contractor of the decision. If the Contracting Officer disapproves the plan, he/she shall clearly identify all deficiencies and provide reasonable suggestions for making the plan acceptable. Within 30 days after notification of the disapproval of a plan, the Contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer the revised plan for approval as described above.


(3)
During the process of implementation, the Contractor will notify the Contracting Officer if modifications to the plan are required for any reason. The Contracting Officer will consider all such requests and will not unreasonably withhold his/her approval to modify such plans when circumstances warrant modification.
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
