The Contractor shall submit “Subcontracting Report for Individual Contracts (ISR),” (formerly known as SF-294) and a “Summary Subcontract Report (SSR),” (formerly known as SF-295) using the  Government's Electronic Subcontract Reporting Systems (eSRS).  The Contractor shall submit these reports electronically to a single, government wide system, which can be accessed at the following website: www.esrs.gov.  The eSRS is a single reporting tool for all subcontracting plan accomplishments, will streamline the reporting process, and provide the Government with immediate access to the Contractor's subcontracting data.  The Contractor shall be responsible for inputting accurate and complete reports into the eSRS.  Contractor reporting of accomplishments using the eSRS will commence upon receipt of written notification from the Contracting Officer.

Ensuring that large business subcontractors with subcontracting plans agree to submit “Subcontracting Report for Individual Contracts,” (formerly known as SF-294) and a  “Summary Subcontract Report,” (formerly known as SF-295) using the  Government's Electronic Subcontract Reporting Systems (eSRS) www.esrs.gov or any other method as determined necessary by the Contracting Officer to comply with DOE/NNSA internal procedures/practices.
