E. Report from participants who attended the National Conference in San Francisco, CA   

FAPAC-NM Chapter members Shirley Dehaon, Hwa-soon (Sue) Thorson, Dan Baggao and Ashok Kapoor attended the National Leadership Training Conference in San Francisco in May.  
F. Ashok gave a brief report about his meeting with the FAPAC executives in DC.  He was not able to discuss the additional request for funding but he will follow up when he meets them in San Francisco in May.  However, Ashok reported that he was able to get the chart of accounts and IRS Exempt Certification that Dan Baggao, Treasurer, needed.
