Public Law 104-134 requires that all Federal agencies pay by electronic funds transfer (EFT).  The Government uses the automated clearing house (ACH) transfer method of EFT marketed as "Vendor Express" or "Direct Deposit."  The mandatory use of EFT payments will produce significant cost savings to the Government. In addition, most recipients find that EFT payments are much cheaper, safer, and easier to process than checks.  A copy of Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Clause 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer--Other than Central Contractor Registration, is enclosed.

Effective January 1, 1999, all vendors wishing to do business with the U.S. Department of Energy shall be able to accept EFT payments.  The Department of Energy began with providing remittance data on its payments via the Internet, beginning June 1, 1997.  The bank account number and the routing transit number are not used in the remittance message.  Vendor banks are also provided remittance information for each payment in the CCD+ electronic format. 

To begin receiving electronic payments, simply complete the enclosed “Simplified Express Vendor Enrollment Form (Alt F 3881),” using the instructions on the back of the form, and return it to us at the address provided herein.  If you are already enrolled in Vendor Express with the Department of Energy, return the Electronic Payment Data Checklist for Vendor Express.
