FY 2001 HEP Accomplishments

March 2001:

· Doris Sandoval-Tellez represented HEP as a technical recruiter for the DOE 2001 Technical Leadership Development Program (TLDP).  New Mexico State University was visited on March 12, 2001, where two information sessions were conducted.  Several Hispanic students express interest in applying for DOE’s TLDP.  D. Sandoval-Tellez will contact each of these students once vacancy is open (April 2-9, 2001) and assist them with the application process.
· Rick Glass, Doris Sandoval-Tellez, Don Garcia, all other SEPMs, and OEO staff attended the Twelfth Annual Awards and Recognition Program on March 8, 2001.  Rick Glass was presented with the Affirmative Action Award.  This award is given to an employer who has demonstrated leadership in the creation or initiation, and support and promotion of equal opportunity and affirmative action programs to ensure a diverse workplace.  During R. Glass’s acceptance speech he recognized all the all the SEPMs and their alternate.  In addition, he acknowledged all the hard work the SEP do for the DOE.  The SEPM were also recognized with a Certificate of Recognition from the City of Albuquerque Human Rights Board.

· Doris Sandoval-Tellez is representing HEP as a technical recruiter for the DOE 2001 Technical Leadership Development Program.  New Mexico Tech was visited on March 5, 2001, where two information sessions were held with interested students.
· Luis Martinez continues to work with IMAGE to administer HEP’s portion ($10,000) of the DOE scholarship funding.  IMAGE has agreed to contribute an additional $5,000 and will enable us to provide a total of $15,000 worth of scholarships to students within our Hispanic community.  Scholarship applications will be accepted from high school seniors, and all statewide colleges and universities.  

· HEP had several volunteers that served as Science Fair Judges for East San Jose Elementary School on March 1, 2001.  

· Doris Sandoval-Tellez served as an EEO Representative for the interviews for the ETC Facility Manager position on March 1, 2001.

February 2001:

· Doris Sandoval-Tellez and Don Garcia met with Rick Glass, Tyler Przybylek, and Lawrence Pace on February 8, 2001 to discuss the HEP’s FY-2001 goals and objectives.  The meeting was very productive and the HEP’s goals and objectives were accepted as written.

· Doris Sandoval-Tellez continues to meet with Lou Lubitz, CTSD, to update the HEP web page.  A much more user friendly and vibrant web page has been developed which will make marketing of the HEP much easier.
· On February 13, 2001, HEP representatives volunteered and assisted in the 9th Annual Tribute to Hispano Legislators event held in Santa Fe.   This is an annual event held to recognize our Hispano legislators for the selfless contributions they make towards the betterment of our communities and lives.  Approximately 550 individuals from throughout the state attended the event.  
· On February 7, 2001, seven mentors participated in a meeting with MESA representatives.  MESA provided information on Project Partnership and NM MESA’s Central Region process.  The process outlined responsibilities that would be shared between MESA representatives, school advisors and mentors for the events scheduled for the remainder of the school year.  MESA also provided a tentative schedule, for planning purposes, which identifies projects through the summer of 2002.  
December 2000:

· The HEP participated in a Holiday Book Drive sponsored by New Mexico MESA which turned out to be quite successful.  NM MESA’s goal was to collect 478 books for the Dolores Gonzales Elementary School and when the drive was completed, approximately 1350 books had been collected.  DOE’s contribution was part of the total community effort, which contributed to the total books collected.  The extra books were shared with other Elementary Schools that participate in the MESA Elementary Buddy Program.

November 2000:

· On November 1, 2000, MESA representatives and a Project Partnership representative met with Rick Glass, AL Manager and some of his staff. MESA representatives wanted to Thank Mr. Glass and his staff personally for the funding they expect to receive.  MESA provided information that included background information of Project Partnership, which included its history, mission, program components, and program requirements. It was a very informative and successful meeting.

October 2000:

· HEP members volunteered and helped with the coordination of the Hispanic Cultural Center Opening Dinner held at the Sheraton Hotel Old Town on October 21st.  Many dignitaries were at the dinner to include the Prince of Spain, Congressman Jeff Bingamin, Governor Gary Johnson, as well as former governors, Bruce King and Toney Anaya.  The dinner was held to coincide with the Opening of the Hispanic Cultural Center.  
· The HEP hosted a very successful and well-attended Hispanic Heritage Month social hour at the Coronado Club on October 12th.  Senior Manager attendees included John Arthur and Frank Baca.  John Arthur was introduced as HEP’s Senior Diversity Champion.
· On October 4, 2000, ten out of the twelve volunteer mentors attended a very successful kick-off meeting hosted by NM MESA. The kick-off meeting was held at the NM MESA office. The mentees, their parents, school advisors, MESA representatives, and the mentors attended the kick-off meeting. During this meeting, the mentee (student), the parents, and the mentors signed a mentor/student contract, which reinforces the commitment that the mentor, student and parents have agreed too. The DOE mentors are involved with students from two High Schools and one Middle School.
