EXPORT CONTROLLED INFORMATION
AL Policy:  The Contractor has an obligation under its prime contract to review the CRADA technology for export control requirements and to assure that any such technology is transferred in accordance with those requirements.

AL Approval Requirements:  The Contractor must conduct an internal review to determine export control requirements for the technology that is the subject of the CRADA and document its files with the complete results of that review.  The technical reviews must be made by someone possessing a programmatic perspective and view of the usefulness of an invention in a weapons context.

If export controlled information is to be part of the research, then the Contractor has an obligation, as a CRADA partner, to advise the Participant, in writing, that the Participant has export control responsibilities that must be met.  The JWS should contain a statement indicating that the Participant has been notified of their export control responsibilities.

Contractor Documentation Required: The Contractor's files must contain evidence that a classifier and technical program official have conducted reviews of the project and its technology and how the final classification was made.  E-mail can be used in this case as long as the message is clearly from the classifier/manager. This information is required for audit purposes.
