FOREIGN NATIONALS

AL Policy:  Associations with foreign nationals under a CRADA must be made known to DOE-Albuquerque.

A statement as to whether or not there are foreign nationals associated with the CRADA will be provided in the JWS.  The statement should address whether or not these employees will be working at the Contractor's facilities.  Additionally, if foreign nationals will require access to classified, sensitive, or military critical technologies, advance arrangements must be made with the appropriate DOE program manager. 

AL Approval Requirements:  In the event that foreign nationals are involved and the CRADA technology is critical or sensitive as outlined in DOE Order 1240.2B or the Military Critical Technologies List, any discussions with the foreign nationals must have prior DOE Program Manager approval.  This approval will be maintained in the CRADA file and a statement will be made in the JWS that the approval was received.

Visitor control policies for visits with foreign nationals must be followed.
