THE JWS REVIEW
The JWS is intended to be the primary tool for ensuring that the Contractor and DOE have a common understanding of the scope of work for a CRADA.  The DOE's approval of a JWS sets the parameters within which the Contractor may negotiate the CRADA.

The DOE-ALBUQUERQUE Program Manager will review the JWS for compliance with federal and agency regulations and guidelines.

Issues and problems should be identified and resolved prior to official submission.  Reference Section A, JWS/CRADA REVIEW AND APPROVAL.

The attached is the DOE-ALBUQUERQUE JWS format to be used for all CRADAs.  This format is also used by the majority of Contractors when developing multi-lab CRADAs.
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
