SHORT FORM CRADA
DOE Policy:  The Short Form CRADA is a subset of the Modular CRADA.  While the language of the Short Form Model CRADA is pre-approved by DOE, the JWS/CRADA documents still require review and approval by AL/LPD/TPT.

DOE Guidelines:  

· This model should be used when the likelihood of generating intellectual property is low.  The Short Form Model CRADA has limited provisions that address the potential for the generation of intellectual property and the disbursement of that intellectual property.

· The Short Form Model CRADA, as written, may only be used in situations where the total dollar value of the CRADA does not exceed $150,000, except in cases where the CRADA is the result of a Small Business Technology Transfer Pilot (STTR) Program grant or a Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR) Program grant.  In these cases, the total dollar value of the CRADA should not exceed $500,000.

· When the total dollar value of the Short Form CRADA will exceed $150,000 and the specifics of the CRADA seem to otherwise conform to the provisions of the Short Form Model CRADA, the Contractor may request approval from AL/LPD/TPB to use the Short Form Model CRADA as a starting point for negotiations. 

· If the purpose of the collaboration relates to software, copyrights, or mask works, the Short Form CRADA should be augmented to include a definition for “Mask Work,” and an Article titled “Copyright and Mask Works Rights.”

· Refer to the guidance in the Modular CRADA for any Short Form Model CRADA clauses that are identical to the corresponding clauses in the Modular CRADA.
AL Approval Requirements:  The JWS, Section B, Scope of Work, must indicate whether or not software will be developed.
Any changes to the Short Form CRADA must be identified in the transmittal letter along with a description of the changes and rationale for the deviations.
