TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE (TA) AGREEMENT

The Technical Assistance (TA) Agreement is a funds-in agreement designed to provide private industry with immediate expert assistance for the purpose of solving short-term technical problems using existing technical expertise of the laboratory.  Technical assistance is a form of technology transfer that enables private industry access to the technical capabilities at DOE’s national laboratories so long as the assistance provided is not in competition with services available from private industry.  It is an opportunity to link the needs of industry with laboratory capabilities for the primary purpose of maintaining the core competencies at DOE’s laboratories and secondarily to assist the national industrial competitiveness base.

This form of reimbursable work for others is provided as an avenue for immediate response with minimal paperwork. The use of this mechanism is contingent on meeting specific requirements under DOE Order 481.1, such as funding limitations, no intellectual property development, and no changes to terms and conditions.  When these conditions are met, the TA can be used.  If the Contractor determines that there are exceptions to these conditions, the Funds-In Agreement/Non-Federal Entity (FIA/NFE) process is available.

AL Approval Requirements:

· The requirements of DOE Order 481.1, Reimbursable Work for Non-Federal Sponsors, must be met in order to use this mechanism.

· This $50K agreement replaces the $5K funds-in technical assistance agreement.

· The maximum allowed for work under this agreement is $50K and includes all costs of labor, depreciation and added factor.

· Projects exceeding the $50K limit may not be split into multiple TA agreements.   

· This is a “take it or leave it” agreement; no change to terms and conditions will be allowed.

· This mechanism will be part of the Contractor’s Management and Administration Plan.

· The development of intellectual property is not anticipated; however, the likelihood of intellectual property being developed has increased by raising the dollar value of this agreement to $50K.  Therefore, the DOE class waiver has been incorporated into the terms and conditions which automatically grants rights to intellectual property, if developed, to the sponsor.

· Copyrights are not addressed because it is not anticipated that there will be any extensive copyrightable material generated for these projects.

· The Request for Approval (RFA) document (attached) is the official proposal that the project scientist prepares to address the scope of work, benefits, non-competition, ES&H, NEPA and other requirements of DOE Order 481.1.   Elements of Item No. 7, which identifies other 481.l requirements, if identified as being a part of this agreement, will automatically exclude the use of the TA agreement and could be processed under the NFE process.

· Factors that could add time to the estimated two week approval process are NEPA, ES&H, and requests for exception to full cost recovery.

· The Contractors must implement an amendment process for the TA agreements.  Amendments will be allowed as long as the total estimated cost of the entire agreement does not exceed $55K.  DOE concurrence is required if an amendment will exceed the $55K limit.
