USCAR CRADA
DOE Policy:  On December 3, 1993, the Department of Energy, USCAR (Chrysler, Ford, GM), and the national laboratories agreed to a master CRADA for use with the USCAR Partnerships.  This master CRADA is a result of the New Generation of Vehicles Initiative (NGVI).  The partnerships were formed to accelerate the development of emerging technologies in advanced manufacturing techniques, emissions, fuel economy, and safety and consist of the following:

· Low Emissions Partnership

· Automotive Materials Partnership

· Supercomputer Automotive Applications Partnership

· Environmental Research Consortium

The master CRADA can be used by the following entities:

· USCAR (GM, Chrysler, Ford)

· Individual USCAR companies which serve the NGVI

· Subsidiaries of GM, Chrysler, or Ford

· Other companies, if a signatory to CRADA with one or all of GM, Chrysler, or Ford

· Other companies on a case-by-case basis with concurrence through the AL/LPD/TPT and the DP Program Manager
