USIC (UNITED STATES INDUSTRY COALITION) CRADA

DOE Policy:  The Foreign Operations Appropriations Act of 1994 (PL 103-87), in Section 575, provided funding for a program of cooperation between scientific and engineering institutes of the New Independent States (NIS) of the Former Soviet Union (FSU) and the national laboratories of DOE.  This program of cooperation is designed to stabilize the technology base of the cooperating NIS as each strives to redirect military activities to peaceful pursuits.  The program was originally designated as the “NIS Industrial Partnering Program” but to reemphasize the national security objectives of the program, has been redesignated as the “Initiatives for Proliferation Prevention (IPP) Program.”  It now includes other sources of funding, including DOE line-item funding, and is being expanded to include other DOE laboratories and other Contractor-operated facilities in addition to the multi-program national laboratories.

AL Approval Requirements:  The following documents are required to process a USIC CRADA:

1. Standard Joint Work Statement:  AL/LPD/TPT requires a standard JWS rather than a USIC JWS.  Include the USIC project number, e.g., #0147, in the “DOE Funding” section of the JWS.

Master CRADA and Appendix A, Project Letter Agreement (PLA).  The PLA is equivalent to the standard Statement of Work, Appendix A, with minor modifications.

2. AL/LPD/TPT’s Appendix A, PLA, includes the following:

· scope (include purpose, schedule of performance, responsible parties, duration of tasks, task descriptions, and deliverables, and identify the work performed by the NIS/FSU)
· authorized travel
· estimated cost and sources of support (complete funding profile with a separate line item for the subcontract with the NIS/FSU)
· special payment terms (if not included under Article III of the CRADA)
· BIP
· property
· management structure
· technical contacts
