CONFLICT OF INTEREST
AL Policy:  A potential for organizational or personal conflict of interest must be brought to the attention of the DOE/AL Contracting Officer or representative as soon as identified.

AL Approval Requirements:  The JWS must contain a statement declaring whether or not potential personal or organizational conflict of interest exist.  If a conflict of interest has been identified, the JWS will not be approved until resolution is reached and receipt of approval through the DOE Contracting Officer or his representative.

Contractor Documentation Required:   Contractor files should contain documentation demonstrating that there is no conflict of interest.  Copies of all records dealing with conflict of interest need to be kept on file.  The Contractor shall have a method of capturing certification by each individual working on the JWS/CRADA that (s)he has no personal conflict of interest.  The records should describe the role the individual played in the CRADA process, such as negotiation, review, or evaluation.  For example, when a Contractor team evaluates numerous proposals from potential Participants, the files should contain a list of who was on the team and the role the team played.

If the Contractor's parent organization is involved, formal disclosure of employees’ financial interest may be required.
