FOREIGN INVOLVEMENT

In accordance with Executive Order 12591, Section 4, International Science & Technology, when the Contractors enter into CRADAs and Iicensing arrangements with foreign persons or industrial organizations (where these entities are directly or indirectly controlled by a foreign company or government), these transactions must be reviewed by a U. S. Trade Representative.

The following steps will ensure compliance with this requirement for CRADAs.

1.   Contractor will fax or mail a copy of the JWS and Statement of Work to GC-62, DOE-HQ.  Her mail stop is 6F-067/ Fors, phone number (202) 586-0343, fax number (202) 586-2805, e-mail colette.muenzen@hq.doe.gov.

2.   HQ/GC will contact the U.S. Trade Representative who will review the documentation.  Normally there is a quick turnaround time of 3-5 days.

3.   HQ/GC will contact the Contractor point of contact via e-mail to provide Trade Representative's approval/disapproval.

4.   Contractor will file GC-62’s e-mail response with U.S. Trade Representative’s approval/disapproval in the CRADA folder.  When JWS/CRADA is submitted to the 

DOE Operations Office, a notification that this requirement has been fulfilled should be stated in the JWS/CRADA documentation.

NOTE:  If access authorizations will be required in the performance of the CRADA, please contact DOE Safeguards and Security Division (SSD) to either 1) verify that the CRADA partner already has a facility clearance or 2) initiate a facility clearance for the CRADA partner (NOTE: Foreign Ownership, Control, or Influence (FOCI) is a part of the facility clearance).

SSD will then make contact with the CRADA partner to request the FOCI information, etc.
