LICENSING CLAUSES IN A CRADA
AL Policy:  DOE’s approval of a CRADA does not imply approval or commitment to future approval of any licensing agreements.

AL Approval Requirements:  The Contractor is not prohibited from including intellectual property licensing clauses in the CRADA; however, including specific licensing clauses will require a review by the DOE/AL Office of Chief Counsel which will cause delay in processing.  The AL/LPD/TPT recommends that the Contractors not include intellectual property licensing clauses in the CRADA but rather only include a statement that refers to a separate licensing agreement.  The following are examples of such statement used in the past.


SNL - “Sandia and Participant agree to enter into a separate license 
agreement for intellectual property generated under this CRADA.”


LANL - “The Parties agree to enter into a separate option agreement 
...”
