MODULAR CRADA
DOE Policy:  The Modular CRADA, which was implemented January 4, 1994, is a result of the DOE Secretary's goal to streamline the process for negotiating CRADAs.

The Modular CRADA includes preferred language as well as pre-approved options and guidance for the use of each.  These provisions allow DOE Contractors to use the appropriate articles to negotiate a CRADA.  This approach should reduce the Contractor’s negotiation time and the time for review by DOE/Albuquerque.

All Contractor-specific versions of the Modular CRADA must conform to the requirements of the HQ Modular CRADA and not create any internal contradictions within the agreement. 

Language from previous CRADA models and previously approved alternative language has been incorporated into the Modular CRADA.  Language shown in brackets is left to the negotiation between the Contractor and the Participant.  Changes to Modular CRADA language and other options provided in the Modular CRADA will require review and approval by DOE/Albuquerque.  Articles including language that is required by statute or policy (set off by double underscore), require DOE/HQ approval if changed.  It is strongly recommended that Modular CRADA language remain unchanged.

AL Approval Requirements:  When the a Contractor submits a CRADA with options from the Modular CRADA or options that deviate from its model, the option must be identified in the transmittal letter in order to facilitate review by the DOE/Albuquerque Program Managers.

Any changes to the Modular CRADA or a Modular CRADA option must be identified along with an explanation/rationale for requesting the changes.  Substantive changes should be brought to the attention of the AL/LPD/TPT Program Managers during the negotiation process and prior to submittal of the JWS/CRADA to DOE/Albuquerque for approval.

Drafts will be reviewed in advance of official submission.  If the drafts contain deviations from the Modular CRADA, the deviations must be identified and an explanation of the rationale for the change must be included.

Drafts can be submitted in the same manner as official transmissions with the notation that the document is a “draft” so that the official Congressional clock is not started.
