MULTI-LABORATORY JWS/CRADA
A multi-lab CRADA process has been established for use across departmental programs.  A generic JWS format and statement of work (SOW) have been implemented along with flow charts that identify the necessary steps for review and approval.  A multi-lab CRADA has been developed and can be obtained from the cognizant operations office or a Contractor’s  technology partnership office/ORTA.

AL Policy:  The DOE/Albuquerque will accept the JWS format from other operations offices; however, if the JWS does not include all items that are required under the AL/LPD/TPT JWS, then those items must be added before it is submitted DOE/Albuquerque for approval.

· Each operations office will approve JWS/CRADA documents for Contractor projects under their purview.

· CRADA language accepted by another operations office that deviates from the Modular CRADA will not be automatically approved.  All deviations will require review and approval by DOE/Albuquerque.  Contractors will provide AL/LPD/TPT with an explanation for the deviations that can be obtained from the operations office originating the effort.

· Generally, an integrated SOW is developed by the “lead” Contractor.

· When submitting a multi-laboratory JWS to DOE/Albuquerque, indicate that the project is a multi-laboratory effort as well as any other relevant information in JWS, Section A, Background and Reasons for Cooperation.

· The Contractor’s technical contacts should reach a consensus on the SOW before the JWS/CRADA is processed.
