JWS/CRADA REVIEW AND APPROVAL

AL Policy:  The JWS and CRADA will be reviewed and approved prior to execution.

There are two methods for review and approval:

1. JWS/CRADA documents should be submitted via e-mail to AL/LPD/TPT for review.  The AL/LPD/TPT Program Manager will approve or request clarifications or corrections to the documents; or

2. The Contractors and AL/LPD/TPT Program Managers can meet as needed to review and discuss each section of the JWS and each article of the CRADA.  All changes from the DOE Modular CRADA should be addressed with meaningful justification.  The project scientist should provide a brief technical overview of the project and discuss what the Contractor and Participant expect to accomplish.  The AL/LPD/TPT can then either approve or give tentative approval pending required revisions.

Significant issues, such as US competitiveness, intellectual property, or environment, safety & health, should be resolved prior to the official e-mail submission to avoid delays in the approval process.

AL Approval Requirements:  AL/LPD/TPT will approve the documents through either method identified above, and the Contractor will electronically submit the final JWS and CRADA for AL/LPD/TPT approval.  Approval normally takes no more than 3-5 days
