1.  Please clarify the expected term for the availability guarantee?  Will this be for the length of the contract, or just the O&M period?

Answer:  The length of the ESPC contract is typically 10-15 years and can go up to 25 years.    

2. Would Pantex be willing to construct the Escrow account to handle the insurance premiums associated with the site, and/or to act as an insurance pool for the facility?  Our initial expectation is that with QF revenues alone, that over a 1/4 of a million in annual revenue could flow to this account.  Given that the account is outside the direct control of the project, it would be helpful to add guarantees to how the fund could be deployed, and also to assign specific annual costs to the fund. This would allow for us to defray these expenses from the project.  

Currently, the Government is looking at the language found in the Soliciation/Performance Work Statement.  The language may be changed in the final Solicitation/PWS.  

3.  Removing the PTC from consideration significantly reduces potential revenue for the project.  Would Pantex be open to working to find potential financial structures, such as a lease back, that would allow for Pantex ownership but also monetization of the Production Tax Credits and other depreciation benefits? 

Answer:  The contractor is responsible for finding Protection Tax Credits or any other type of tax credits.  Because this is an ESPC contract, the Government cannot consider different financial structures.  

4. How will interconnection cost and process with Xcel be managed?

Answer:  The interconnection to Xcel is existing at the Pantex plant.  This project will tie the wind generation to the load side of the Xcel meter on the Pantex 12.47kV system. 

5.       What are the inputs for determining the "Guaranteed Annual Energy
Savings"?  

Answer:  The guaranteed annual energy cost savings are the levels of annual cost savings the contractor is willing to guarantee for the ESPC project. 


6.  Also, I am having trouble accessing the Skyserve wind database.  The login and password seemed to have changed.
